SUMMARY

The Sausalito Police Department is prepared to address the Sausalito City Council with information regarding the progress the City of Sausalito has made in the area of Emergency Operations/Disaster Preparedness during the fourth quarter of 2011.

BACKGROUND

Between September and December of 2011, the City of Sausalito took the following actions regarding Emergency Operations and Disaster Preparedness within the City.

TRAINING
1. On-line training has been provided to the City of Sausalito’s Emergency Operations Center’s personnel and their department’s staff on the following subjects: 
· FEMA’S Local Damage Assessment 

· FEMA’s Active Shooter – What Can You Do
2. City of Sausalito Emergency Operations Center personnel participated in the Emergency Operations Training “Catastrophe Cup” on November 10, 2011.  This functional training exercise focused on a mass causality incident occurring in the City during an America’s Cup race.  The exercise was successful and received very good reviews from both participants and exercise evaluators.  

3. Emergency Services Manager attended the California State Training Institutes Emergency Operations Planning for Access/Functional Needs People class in Oakland on November 16/17th, 2011.
4. Emergency Services Manager attended the International Association of Chiefs of Police Conference in Chicago, Illinois.  Attended classes on terrorism awareness/identification/prevention and public information dissemination.  In addition to the training, the latest disaster preparedness/emergency operation technology was reviewed and numerous federal, state, and private agencies were contacted regarding disaster preparedness/emergency operations.

PLANS/GUIDES/RESOURCES
1. Updating the City of Sausalito’s Emergency Operations Plan and Resource Book for 2012.

2. Continued development of Tsunami/Tidal Wave Protocol.

3. Sausalito Police Department, Southern Marin Fire District, and Sausalito Department of Public are working in conjunction on the City of Sausalito mapping project.
EQUIPMENT/SUPPLIES
1. Successfully tested the City of Sausalito’s Emergency Broadcast System in September, October, November, and December.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH/MEETINGS AND ALLIED AGENCY
1. The City of Sausalito hosted a Disaster Preparedness Awareness Day in conjunction with the City Wide Yard Sale at 100 Ebbtide on October 15, 2011.  Citizens were able to watch demonstrations, obtain education regarding how to prepare/survive emergencies or disasters, talk to public safety professionals, and view their equipment.

2. Disaster Preparedness Committee held meetings on September 14th, October 12th, and November 9th. 

3. The Disaster Preparedness-Emergency Operations website has been updated with the following information:

· Disaster Preparedness Committee meeting minutes from September, October, and November 2011.
4. Issued multiple press releases to the media in order to inform the public of the City of Sausalito’s Disaster Preparedness Awareness Day on October 15, 2011.

5. Utilized www.nixle.com and Twitter on multiple dates to inform the public regarding the City of Sausalito’s Disaster Preparedness Awareness Day on October 15, 2011.

6. Handed out over 750 flyers throughout the community informing the citizens of the City of Sausalito’s Disaster Preparedness Awareness Day.

7. The following meetings regarding Emergency Operations/Disaster Preparedness have been attended:

· September 26, 2011. Emergency Services Manager met with a Public Safety/Emergency Management Consultant regarding the development of the Catastrophe Cup Emergency Operations Center exercise

· September 26, 2011.  Emergency Services Manager met with the Police Citizen Review Board and provided them with a tour of the EOC as well as provided them with information on the City’s Emergency Operations Planning Efforts.

· October 7, 2011.  Emergency Services Manager met with a Public Safety/Emergency Management Consultant regarding the development of the Catastrophe Cup Emergency Operations Center exercise

· November 4, 2011. Emergency Services Manager met with a Public Safety/Emergency Management Consultant regarding the development of the Catastrophe Cup Emergency Operations Center exercise.

· December 15th, 2011.  The Emergency Services Manager met with a representative of the California Emergency Management Agency to tour the City’s Emergency Operations Center and discuss the City’s efforts in emergency planning.

· December 15th, 2011.  The Emergency Services Manager attended the Marin County Emergency Managers Meeting which was held at the Novato Police Department.
