1. Welcome

Sergeant Fraass welcomed and thanked everyone present for attending the meeting.

2. Disaster Preparedness Day
We reviewed the event:

· Event covered by Marin Scope only.

· City Council feedback was positive.
· Will need to look at more advertising next year.

· Recommend more signage, posters, and press coverage for next year.

3. Future Plans

a. Neighborhood Emergency Preparedness Meetings: we will start planning for these events in the next few months. They will be similar to those held a few years back where the Committee, Council, and SPD & SMFD went from neighborhood to neighborhood to talk about neighborhoods being ready for a disaster. 

b. EOC Drill: on November 22nd there will be a Functional Drill.
4. Evacuation/STEPS

a. The City Council is backing this project.

b. The project will include all city departments involment for various reasons.

c. A new Draft Evacuation and Tidal Wave/Tsunami Protocols will need to be updated to include the STEPS when they are ready to be used in evacuations. The PD & FD will need to work on this looking at response of equipment and evacuation routes for citizens, etc.

5. Open Forum
a. Emergency Broadcasting System: Testing has found no problems with system.

b. Nixle is available to SMFD.

c. Bill Fraass will talk to Council Liaison Herb Weiner about frequent member absences and the need to active members to plan and execute programs and other activities generated by the Committee. It is understood that these members could be Alternative Members and we could seek other members who would be more active and share in the committee work and activities.
