Officers have been monitoring unlocked bicycles and kayaks in 
town.  When located, owners are advised of the potential for theft. 

 
TRAFFIC MONITORING 

Officers monitored the downtown crosswalks for pedestrian viola-
tions. 

The decoy car was placed in several locations around town this 
month including the Bay Model, Olima Street, and South St. 

Officers monitored the downtown area for bicycle infractions. 

Directed traffic enforcement was conducted on Nevada Street, 
South Street, and Spencer Avenue. 

Princess Street was monitored for possible speeding violations. 

 

MONTHLY CASE SUMMARY 

Officers responded to 4 bicycle thefts in the area of Muni Lot 1 
this month.  All bicycles had their lock cables cut.  

A subject was contacted by police with two bicycles in his pos-
session.  After an investigation it was determined that one of the 
bicycles was stolen.  The subject was arrested. 

Two Sausalito residents were arrested for possession of sus-
pected cocaine and methamphetamine. The suspects were 
using drugs inside their boat, in plain view of the police officer.   

A bicycle was stolen from the area of Sausalito Blvd.  Similar to 
the others, the cable lock was cut. 

Two subjects were arrested in the area of Municipal Lot 1 who 
were associated with the bike thefts that had been occurring. 

A locked vehicle was broken into on Harbor Dr.  The window 
was smashed out and several items taken. 

An unlocked vehicle  parked on Harbor Drive was entered and 
several items were stolen by an unknown suspect. 

A residence on Wolfback Ridge was burglarized.  A window 
was smashed out and the house ransacked.  A large amount of 
items were taken from the house. 

 
DETECTIVE UPDATE 

Detective Mather completed his investigation into the theft of 
money from an elderly victim. The report was forwarded to the 
Marin County District Attorney’s Office for a criminal complaint 

against three suspects.  

Detective Mather received information that an unknown suspect 
was downloading child pornography from an address in Sausa-
