COMMUNITY SERVICES 

Officers monitored Schoonmaker Beach for abandoned vessels 
and for subjects performing illegal boat repairs on the beach. 

Officers continued to perform taxi cab inspections in the downtown 
area. 

The Turney Street boat ramp and the surrounding area were 
monitored for quality of life violations. 

 
TRAFFIC MONITORING 

Officers monitored the number of tour buses leaving Sausalito via 
southbound Bridgeway.  These figures were later used at a Sau-
salito City Council meeting to document the need for a City Ordi-
nance requiring buses to leave Sausalito via northbound Bridge-
way.  

Officers monitored the southern corridor for bicycle violations. 

The crosswalks in the downtown area were monitored for bicycle 
and pedestrian violations. 

The decoy vehicle was placed in several locations around the city 
to help deter traffic violations. 

 

MONTHLY CASE SUMMARY 

An unknown suspect stole a vessel from a local marina.  This 
vessel was recovered several days later in the area of San 
Rafael. 

Officers arrested a 49 year old San Francisco man for attempt-
ing  to break into vehicles in municipal parking lot #1. 

Officers arrested a 26 year old Sausalito man for DUI after he 
fled the scene of an accident. The subject was also in posses-
sion of narcotics for sale. 

Officers were called to a residence for a domestic disturbance.  
After investigating the incident, a 75 year old Sausalito man was 
arrested for brandishing a weapon, assault with a deadly 
weapon and domestic assault. 

Officers investigated a burglary of a residence that occurred 
while the owner was out of town.  A bicycle and jewelry were 
taken. 

A 19 year old Sausalito man was arrested for possession of 
drug paraphernalia (methamphetamine pipe) and violating his 
court probation. 

A burglary to a business occurred over a weekend.  An un-
known subject pried open an exterior door and stole five com-
puters. 

 
DETECTIVE UPDATE 

Through DNA evidence, Detective McMahon was able to iden-

tify a 29 year old San Francisco woman as being responsible 

for a 2013 vehicle burglary that occurred on San Carlos Ave-

nue.
